All arrestees are required to submit a 

urine sample to PSA.  Arrestees are tested for Opiates, PCP, Cocaine, Marijuana and 

Amphetamines, if indicated.

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arranged approved movements. i.e., work, school, doctor apts).  Considers persons 

charged with violent misdemeanors and felonies (based on PSA risk assessment).  GPS is 

primarily used to monitor stay away conditions of release.  Used for the supervision of 

defendants charged with domestic violence, sex offenses, violation of a CPS, stalking or 

contempt.

Specialty courts focus on low-level and quality of life offenses and seek to hold arrestees 

accountable while addressing the underlining causes of his/her criminal behavior.   

Participants may be required to complete community service hours and follow through 

with job and service recommendations; participants may be referred to social service 

programs.  Completion of diversion options may lead to a dismissal of the case. In East of 

the River Community Court, decision to divert case rests within the discretion of the 

USAO; DC Misdemeanor and Traffic Community Court decision rests with OAG.

Deferred prosecution pending successful involvement with mental health and, if 

appropriate, substance abuse services.  Eligibility: Diagnosed mental illness and may also 

have co-occurring substance abuse diagnosis; current charges must be misdemeanor; no 

domestic violence charges; no history of violence.  Participation is voluntary.   

 

C. Court Services and Offender Supervision Agency (CSOSA)  
Federal agency with local function to supervise those residing in the District of 

Columbia, and prepare Presentence Investigation reports (PSI) for persons convicted of a 

crime in the DC Superior Court. 

Presentence Investigations (PSI) (also referred as Presentence Reports (PSRôs)) 

Edmond Pears, Branch Chief (202) 442-1491 

A PSI will be Court ordered on every person convicted of a crime which may result in 

incarceration.  Defense attorneys should prepare clients for this interview.  We encourage 

defense attorneys to attend the interview.  The PSI is prepared by a Community 

Supervision Officer (CSO), formerly known as a probation officer.  The PSI includes 

information regarding the clientôs complete arrest record (including juvenile 
dispositions); probation/parole supervision; pre-sentence adjustment; identification data; 

family, education, and employment history; economic data; mental and physical health as 

well as additional information that the CSO, Court or client deem relevant. The CSO will 

contact family and former employers and may complete a home visit.  The police report; 

the clientôs stated version of the offense provided at the PSI interview; and the written 

plea proffer (if the defense provides it to the PSI writer) are also incorporated in the PSI.  

The CSO will contact the AUSA and defense attorney for their statements. Defense 

attorneys are encouraged to email an advocacy statement to the PSI writer which will be 

added in full to the PSI. The CSOôs email address is their name, i.e. 

rodney.venice@csosa.gov   To find out the PSI writerôs name call (202) 585-7525.  The PSI 

concludes with the writerôs evaluative summary, sentencing guideline computation, 

intervention plan, and sentencing recommendation.   

 

The CSO is required to complete the PSI within 7 weeks and 2 days from the date of 

guilty verdict/plea.  Attorneys should request a PSI return date at least 7 days prior to the 

sentencing date when scheduling sentencing. Counsel should review the report for 

inaccuracies and ensure that errors are corrected.  All corrections should be considered 

for change.  CSOSA recommends that all proposed correction information be forwarded 

to the CSOôs supervisor with a courtesy copy to Edmond Pears, Branch Chief, PSI 

Diagnostic Unit, by mail to Edmond.Pears@CSOSA.GOV. The final report is submitted 

to the Court electronically via the CSOSA SMART system (Supervision Management 

Automated Records Tracking).        

 

Persons convicted of sexual offenses are required to provide extensive details about their 

lifelong sexual activities. The PSI also includes a victim profile and a list of special 

conditions which must be adhered to by the offender.

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The PSI, along with the Judgment and Commitment Order (J&C)
1
 are used by the 

Bureau of Prisons to help classify and designate inmates to correctional facilities. 

Immediate family members, with some exceptions, mentioned in the PSI are included on 

the inmateôs visitation list (see Visitation at BOP Facility, Confinement Chapter).

Persons released to the community by the Court or from prison must abide by Court or 

US Parole Commission (USPC) imposed conditions which are supervised by CSOSA. 

CSOSA supervises clients at 4 basic levels of supervision:  Intensive, Maximum,  

Medium and Minimum, with 3 schedules for required urinalysis monitoring CSOSA will 

also require certain individuals with past violent behaviors or involvement with a weapon 

to greater supervision level. Individuals identified in the GUN-STAT or MVP (Most 

Violent Person) supervision level is supervised with electronic monitoring throughout the 

probation period, as well as more frequent contact requirements with the CSO and MPD.  

CSOSA utilizes the SMART database as an assessment tool and to determine the 

schedule of supervision.

Therapists and CSOs share confidential treatment 

and compliance information. (Currently, CSOSA only utilizes one contract provider

provide evaluations and counseling services individuals in the sex offender unit.)  The 

following containment tools used to provide close supervision of sex offenders released 

in the community: 

 

Electronic Monitoring  - (CSOSA) Carlton Butler EM Technician, (202) 585-7406 

GPS (Global Positioning System
3
) monitors movement.  Currently, GPS is used as a 

sanction tool to provide an increased level of community supervision.  Newly released 

sex offenders are oftentimes equipped with a GPS tracking device for the first 30 to 90 

days after their release or at other times if CSOSA deems appropriate. 

 

Computer Monitoring  - CSOSA Sex Offender Unit (SOU)  Paul Brennan, Supervisor 

Monitors the computers of sex offenders to determine whether the person is accessing 

pornography or other prohibited materials over the Internet.  

 

Polygraph Testing - Polygraph examiners are a required component of each CSOSA 

contract for sex offender treatment.  Polygraph exams are administered at the treating 

contract agency.  CSO can request a polygraph exam at any time in the process.  Exam 

questions may cover sexual history, the current offense or compliance with the conditions 

of supervision and behavior in the community. The results of the exam are shared with 

CSO and may result in increased sanctions.     

 

Search and Seizure - With the authority of the Court or the Parole Commission CSO 

may search the supervisee, his/her residence, work or vehicle.

Individuals placed under TAP supervision must successfully fulfill special reporting 

conditions that include: participation and completion of a certified Alcohol Education 

Program; remain alcohol free (TAP tests for alcohol use); attend Victims Impact Panel 

(VIP) classes.   

 

Note:  CSOSA offers alcohol education programs to unemployed probationers at no cost.   

If the individual is employed CSOSA expects the individual to cover the cost of the 

course.   Depending on the provider, course cost range from $240 to $500.  Average 

length per course is 3 months.

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 II. SENTENCIN G 
 

A.  Collateral Consequences of a Criminal Arrest 

The collateral consequence of a criminal arrest may overshadow the direct penal 

sentence related to the case.  There are numerous circumstances when an individualôs 

criminal involvement will have a negative impact on that individualôs and on his 

familyôs ability to access certain privileges and services.  

In the District of Columbia a personôs adult criminal involvement remains on his 

record forever, unless a special provision allows the incident to be set-aside, 

expunged, or pardoned by the President of the United States.  If permission is granted 

to set-aside, expunge or pardon a criminal record the information will thereafter only 

be available for use by law enforcement purposes.  Below are just a few ways 

criminal involvement as an adult 18 yrs + can create a negative impact for the 

individual and perhaps his family: 

1. Civil Forfeiture:  Property used in the commission of a crime relating to a 

controlled substance, prostitution, or gambling may be subject to civil forfeiture. 

It may not matter whether the property is owned by a third-party not involved in 

the criminal act. 

2. Housing:  Persons arrested for a crime that took place on public housing property 

will likely lose their eligibility to receive public housing benefits.  If the lease 

holder was not arrested for the crime but was aware that criminal activity was 

occurring on the premises, the lease holder will lose eligibility to receive public 

housing benefits.  

3. Employment: Certain professions require the employee to possess special 

licensures, certifications or registrations.  A person is not eligible for special 

licensing if having been convicted of an offense ñwhich bears directly on the 

fitness of the person to be licensedò (i.e. a person convicted of theft is not 

eligible to receive a license for a position of trust in a bank, securities agent or 

notary public). 

4. Immigration:  Non-citizens with either two (2) misdemeanor convictions, or one 

(1) felony conviction can be deported.   

5. DNA Testing: Individual arrested for a felony that involved contact with another 

person or with property is required to submit a DNA sample.  The sample is held 

by law enforcement ñperpetuallyò and can be used in the investigation of past 

and future crimes.  

6. Sex Offenses:  Persons convicted of inappropriate sexual behavior may be 

required to enlist on the sex offender registry of the jurisdiction where they 

reside.  Sentenced sex offenders with mental illness or those who have 

developed a mental illness while incarcerated may be confined indefinitely after 

completing the sentence for the underlining offense.  With the passage of the  

Adam Walsh Child Protection and Safety Act of 2006, the Bureau of Prisons 

has the power to seek the civil commitment of any ñsexually dangerous personò 

in BOP custody.  This power allows BOP to indefinitely hold someone in 

custody even after the completion of his sentence. A person facing civil 

commitment is entitled to a hearing before a judge.  In order to civilly commit 

someone, BOP must prove that the person engaged or attempted to engage in 

sexually violent conduct or an act of child molestation.  In addition, BOP must 

establish that the person suffers from a serious mental illness, abnormality, or 
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disorder which would cause him to have serious difficulty in refraining from 

sexually violent conduct or child molestation if released.  BOP may rely on any 

available records to establish sexual dangerousness, including court records, any 

admissions made during treatment or other mental health records.  

 

B.    Youth Rehabilitation Act (YRA)  - A sentence under the D.C. Youth 

Rehabilitation Act is an option for youth who plead guilty or for whom the jury 

returns a guilty verdict prior to their 22nd birthday.  The benefit of a sentence 

under the Youth Rehabilitation Act is that if the client favorably completes 

his/her sentence, whether a term of incarceration or probation, prior to its 

expiration, it may be ñset asideò, thereby precluding it from being publicly 

accessible, e.g., to employers, landlords, colleges.  The conviction, however, is 

accessible to law enforcement personnel and to the Court.  Under the Youth 

Rehabilitation Act, the sentencing judge may place the client on probation or 

order any period of incarceration allowed by law.   To receive a YRA sentence, 

the Court must determine that the youth will benefit from rehabilitation.  (see 

Treatment for Persons With Inappropriate Sexual Behavior, Chapter XI). 

 

Eligibility:  conviction (plea or verdict) must be entered before the youthôs 22nd 

birthday; all offenses except murder and convictions for a second crime of 

violence while armed.  The Court may impose a YRA sentence from information 

received at the time of conviction, or if additional information is needed, may 

"commit"  the youth for observation and study (only prepared at the CTF)  

or refer to outside "agency" (most often at Public Defender Service Offender 

Rehabilitation Division (ORD)).  Youth Rehabilitation Act Studies (YRAS) by 

the Department of Corrections will be completed only if the client is confined at 

CDF (jail) or CTF.  S/he is moved to the CTF's Diagnostic Unit from CDF when 

space is available and is moved out of that Unit as soon as tests and 

interviews are completed.    

  

Youth Rehabilitation Act Study by ORD can be prepared when a judge places 

the client in the community, at a halfway house or at DCDF/CTF.  If there is no 

conflict with a PDS case, a CJA case is eligible for an ORD-conducted Youth 

Rehabilitation Act Study but requires that the Court pay for a contract doctor to 

complete the recommended psychological and/or psychiatric evaluation and any 

other evaluations deemed necessary.  The defense attorney is responsible for 

ensuring the final payment through the court.  If in a single case there are co-

defendants, one represented by PDS and the other(s) by non-PDS attorneys, and 

each of the co-defendants needs a Youth Act Study, the Chief of ORD will refer 

the CJA attorney to private practitioners who may be hired by the Court to 

produce a YRA Study.  For more information on YRAS at the CTF 

contact Mr. I. Chima, Unit Manager (202) 698-3000 x72326 and for ORD YRAS 

contact Ms. Betsy Biben, ACSW, LICSW, (202) 824-2328.

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III.   SUBSTANCE ABUSE TREATMENT  

 
Substance abuse treatment for low-income DC residents is available through a variety of  

sources.  The treatment styles between programs are generally categorized as Spiritually  

Based, Therapeutic Community, Work Based or Hospital.  Treatment types are generally 

defined as follows:  
 

Outpatient treatment - the patient returns home daily while matriculating through a 

treatment plan.  The intensity of treatment ranges from intensive hour-to-hour to monthly 

group meetings.  An intensive outpatient program can require the patient to be under the 

supervision of the treatment provider for as much as 12 hours per day or as little as one 

hour per week, with random urinalysis.  

12-step Anonymous substance abuse meetings include (NA) Narcotics 

Anonymous, Alcoholics Anonymous (AA), Cocaine Anonymous, (CA), Marijuana 

Anonymous (MA) and Double Trouble in Recovery (DTR, for those with a psychiatric 

disability and chemical addiction/dual diagnosis).  These meetings are peer support drug 

counseling and recovery mentoring. NA/AA treatment is modeled on the 12-step 

approach that recognizes alcohol and drug as overpowering and sobriety depends on the 

individualôs will. The meetings are free and often a requirement for all treatment 

programs.      

Detoxification (Detox) ï is supervised detoxification to remove a toxic substance from 

the body.     

Inpatient (Hospital) - treatment offers acute care medical supervision and diagnostic 

evaluations.  

Residential treatment - the patient is under the supervision of the treatment provider 24 

hours a day throughout the treatment period.   

Aftercare treatment - transitional housing with case management required NA/AA 

meetings for up to 6 months after resident is discharged from residential and/or hospital 

treatment.  

 

A. Understanding and Accessing Government-funded Substance Abuse Treatment 

Services  

                                                                                   

Court-involved persons may access treatment through three government agencies and 

various private programs.  The DC Pretrial Services Agency (PSA) and the Court 

Services and Offender Supervision Agency (CSOSA) have contractual arrangements with 

a number of outpatient, detoxification (detox) and residential treatment programs, that are 

accessible upon availability.  PSA and CSOSA contract programs are identified in this 

Chapter. Court-ordered persons who fail to provide a urine sample (for any reason) are 

suspected of drug use and are returned to Court or given other sanctions instead of being 

placed in treatment.  The third government agency, The Addiction Prevention Recover 

Administration (APRA), has several substance abuse treatment programs (listed below) 

and do not require an individual to be court-involved to utilize their services. 

 

In general, PSA, CSOSA and APRA programs follow the therapeutic community or self-

regulating behavior treatment models.  Methadone maintenance is available through 

APRA contract providers: Good Hope Institute; Comprehensive Treatment Center (see 

this Chapter) although local residential programs do not accept persons on methadone.   
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1. Pretrial Services Agency (PSA) 

All persons arrested in DC are required to submit a urine sample for testing for illicit 

substances (see Chapter I Community Supervision Chapter for specific listing of PSA 

programs/units).  PSA services are accessed by Court Order. PSA provides assessments, 

monitoring, outpatient groups and referrals. They report progress directly to the Court 

through written reports and, if\ needed, testimony at pre-trial hearings.  If testing is 

positive PSA staff may refer clients to more substantial outpatient programs including 

inpatient treatment programs which are included in this chapter. 

 

2. Court Services and Offender Supervision Agency (CSOSA) 

All CSOSA supervised persons are monitored for illicit drug use (see Chapter I 

Community Supervision Chapter for Supervision levels and further CSOSA information). 

If the individual tests positive CSOSA will impose special conditions including more 

frequent drug and supervision monitoring and treatment as needed  The level of treatment 

is determined by an assessment conducted by the Central Intervention Team of CSOSA 

(see CIT this Chapter).  The Defense and the Court may determine that a different level 

of treatment is more appropriate than that recommended in the CIT assessment and the 

Court may order that CSOSA provide, for instance, inpatient when CIT recommended 

outpatient.  

 

3. The Addiction Prevention Recovery Administration (APRA) 

A person does not have to be court-involved to receive free substance abuse treatment 

services. The Addiction Prevention Recovery Administration (APRA) is the Districtôs 

health agency charged with the responsibility of providing substance abuse treatment and 

prevention to low-income DC residents.  To be assessed for treatment through APRA the 

individual must appear in person at APRAôs Assessment and Referral Center, 70 N 

Street, NE.  Those who are court-involved may enroll at the satellite office in the Carl C. 

Moultrie, I Courthouse, Room 114.  Hours: 8:45am to 4:45pm (Mon to Fri), 9am to 1pm 

on Sat.  APRA has several substance abuse treatment programs that are accessible 

through an APRA managed admission process.  Programs with an APRA contract are 

also identified in this Chapter.   

 

4.  Private, Spiritually-Based, Independent, and Faith-Based Programs  

Private treatment providers may be reimbursed for services by the DC Department of 

Health.  Treatment offered by private, for-profit organizations not approved for funding 

through APRAôs ñVoucher Choiceò program, require payment when service is rendered.   

 

No cost treatment is also available through a number of faith-based and spiritually-based 

institutions, e.g., Catholic Charities, SOME, Central Union Mission, and Salvation Army.  

Generally, participants who successfully complete the inpatient treatment phase of the 

programs are offered transitional housing and aftercare case management support, or 

referred to Oxford Houses (see Housing Chapter).  Many of these programs follow the 

NA/AA 12-step model where former addicts and abusers help each other through 

fellowship, mentoring and self-help.

Transfer of Community Supervision to another state or US territory:  Interstate 

Compact for Adult Offender Supervision 

 

When a judge places a client on ñprobationò and grants permission for client to reside, 

receive treatment or obtain employment in another state, the probation supervision 

MUST  be accepted by the receiving jurisdiction prior to the probationer moving to that 

jurisdiction.   Offenders on parole, supervised release and mandatory release are not 

processed for transfer via the Interstate Compact rules.  

 

Procedures to transfer community supervision from DC to another state: 

1. Applications for the transfer of community supervision to another jurisdiction are 

handled through CSOSAôs Interstate Compact Office (ICO), 25 K Street, NE 

20001, (202) 442-1276.   ICO initiates the action to transfer supervision upon 

receipt of the J&C and PSI.  It is recommended that the documents be hand-

delivered or faxed to the ICO,  fax (202) 442-1396.  If the client is changing 

jurisdiction to attend a program, employment, or permanent residence a copy of 

the acceptance letter must also be included.   

2. Transfer applications require clientôs written consent on:  

1. Application for Transfer;  2. Authorization for Random Drug Test;   

3. Authorization to Review Psychological Information.   

Note: Even though the Court grants  permission for client to receive treatment in 

another jurisdiction, the client can not leave DC until s/he is granted a ñTravel 

Permit.ò  The travel permit, issued by CSOSA, authorizes travel to a specific 

destination within a specified  timeframe.   

3. If client is released to the community pending acceptance by the receiving state, 

s/he must report to his/her assigned Community Supervision Officer (CSO) until 

receiving permission to travel to the receiving jurisdiction.   

4. If client is held in jail pending acceptance from the receiving state, the defense  

should help facilitate the application process (See No. 3 above).  J&C will 

designate who client should be released to, upon acceptance by the receiving 

state. 

 

How does client travel from the sending State to receiving State: 

5. It is NOT the function of CSOSA or the US Marshall Service to provide 

transportation for community supervision transfers.  The client is expected to 

make his/her own travel arrangements and incur the cost.  Client should seek to 

obtain travel cost from personal assets, family or friends.  If client is unable to 

secure travel cost after exhausting personal resources, client or his/her attorney 

should contact the Offender Rehabilitation Division of PDS (202) 628-1200 for 

information about additional resources.   

6. Travel arrangements must be in accord with the Travel Permit.  If traveling via 

public transportation, client must show a valid government issued ID before 

boarding a public carrier.  If client does not have ID, CSOSA can arrange for ID.

The employee must remain on staff 

continuously for at least 80 days or 400 hours, 120 days if a summer 

youth program.    

 

Federal Bonding Program (1-800-233-2258) indemnifies the employer 

against theft, forgery, larceny and embezzlement for up to $5,000, for six 

months. Eligibility: any type of criminal record; working over 30 hours 

per week.

C.  Special Education  

 

Public school districts are obligated to identify, locate, and evaluate all children with 

disabilities, including children who are home schooled, homeless, wards of the state and 

children who attend private schools.  Either a parent or public agency may initiate a 

request for an evaluation to determine if the child has a disability.  The disability must 

include at least one of the following: mental retardation; hearing impairment; deaf-

blindness; visual impairment; speech or language impairment; serious emotional 

disturbance; orthopedic impairment; autism; traumatic brain injury; learning disability; 

and other health impairment.   

An Individualized Education Program (IEP) guides the delivery of special education 

supports and services for the student with a disability.  The development of an IEP 

requires a team effort: the parent; the child; the childôs teacher; an individual qualified to 

interpret the instructional implications of the evaluation; a representative of the public 

agency and other individuals who have knowledge of or special expertise regarding the 

child. 

DC Special Education students are eligible to receive services through their 22
nd

 birthday.  

Therefore, it is important when representing individuals younger than 21 years old to 

obtain all school records to determine whether s/he has ever been identified as a special 

education student.  (Special education determination is generally established in the IEP.)  

If the student has unfulfilled special education needs s/he can go to his/her neighborhood 

school (with IEP) to re-enroll for special education services.  

The DC Superior Court Special Education Panel (202) 879-1406 accepts CJA cases only, 

unless there is conflict.  Pro bono legal representation is also available through Childrenôs 

Law Center (202) 467-4900 and Advocates for Justice and Education (202) 678-8060.
